The above graph provides information regarding the distribution of performance for first-time takers from your

indicators are scaled in standard score units based on the performance of the comparison group: the mean and
standard deviation (SD) for this group are 0 and 1, respectively, for each content area. The mean performance of
the comparison group is represented by the vertical solid green line at 0.0. Roughly 68% of the comparison group
scored within one SD of the mean, between -1.0 and 1.0. The distribution of performance for first-time takers from
your school is represented by the red boxes and horizontal lines. The red box depicts the mean performance

of first-time takers from your school. The distance from the red box to one end of the red line indicates one SD

for your school. The interval spanned by each red line represents your school mean plus/minus one SD;

approximately 68% of your students performed in this interval.
